Outline

Given the growing importance of public diplomacy for peace
and unification on the Korean Peninsula, the “Academic
Exchange Support Program for North Korean and Unification
Studies” aims to expand the base of experts on peace and
unification of the Korean Peninsula as well as North Korean
studies. The program began in 2020 with support from the
Ministry of Unification.

This program is managed jointly by Kyungnam University’s
Institute for Far Eastern Studies and the University of North
Korean Studies. The two organizations have used their

exchange and foreign scholars programs, including “Boot
Camp” and SSPK, to create a comprehensive system for
study and education that has formed the basis of effective
management for the program.

Applicants were able to choose between two programs:
The MOU-IFES North Korean Studies Fellowship and the
MOU-UNKS North Korean Studies Scholarship. For the 2020
program, a total of 22 people applied for the scholarship
program and four were selected, while 25 people applied
for the fellowship program and six were selected.

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Science, Remembrance, and System of the Cold War

Through an in-depth analysis of the Cold War history on the
Korean Peninsula and the Asia-Pacific region, symbolized
by the San Francisco system, and the records of the science
and technology and energy fields, border areas and division-
related exhibitions, this workshop was able to improve the
level of cold-war history research in Korean society. The
US-USSR relations played an important role in shaping the
recognition and foundation of Cold War history-focused
research, including how the divided Koreas survived in the
era of confrontation between the great powers.
